Campus Service Policies & Procedures

One of our main goals is to provide a pleasant, clean, comfortable, and
satisfying dining experience.

FAQs (Frequently Asked Questions)

Q. What happens to meal points if | don't use them by the end of the semester?
A. Student points carry continuously until enrollment ends. Faculty and
staff points carry unless employment ends, then it is the day of end of
employment when points end.

Q. What happens to my meals if | don’t use them by the end of the semester?
A. Meals remaining at the end of the semester will only be carried over if the
next semester meal plan is purchased; otherwise, meals will be forfeited. At
the end of the academic year, the remaining meals will be forfeited.
